Individuals who violate any rule and/or exhibit poa
sportsmanship during the Ohio State Fair Junior Fai Dog Show
WILL BE DISQUALIFIED from showing and removed from the
Fairgrounds. Judges’ decisions are FINAL. Individials are NOT
permitted to have any discussion with judges at anytime
throughout the Dog Show. Individuals with concerns must
express them in writing, give them to Show Personheand those
concerns will be discussed at the fall State 4-H [QoAdvisory
Committee meeting. Confrontations with Judges anat Show
Personnel will result in removal of those individués from the
Fairgrounds and in disqualification of exhibitors.

Ownership Requirements
